


Three New Grape varieties approved for Cognac

Three new hybrid grape varieties have been added to the Cahier des Charges for the production of Cognac.

Vidal Blanc, Coutia,  Luminan

They are classified as Variétés d'intérêt à des fins d'adaptation - VIFA–
[bookmark: _GoBack] The varieties were chosen due to their resistance to mildew. In a changing climate.
Their high acidity and low sugar content make them suitable for distillation.

Their use is restricted as follows:
For large estates, over 20ha, up to 5% of the plantings
For properties smaller than 20ha, up to 10% of plantings
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
