CrurBouregenis Classification

The Alliance des Crus Bourgeois is developing a new classification
that will apply to Méedoc wines from the 2008 vintage.
“Reconaissance de Cru Bourgeois”

The new system will award a Cru Bourgeois stamp of approval to wines on a
yearly basis after a blind tasting by an independent panel. This is a change to
the previous Cru Bourgeois system, which established a fixed hierarchy of
chateau in 2003.

The chateaux will no longer be classified, but the wines that are produced will
be classified by the Alliance.

The 'exceptionnel’ and 'superior' categories within the previous cru bourgeois
system have also been removed..

Estates that wish to submit their 2008 vintage to the Cru Bourgeois panel for
tasting at the start of 2010 must first pass an inspection of their property.

Any Meédoc chateau is eligible to apply if it owns a minimum 7ha in the Haut
Medoc area or at least 4.5ha in one of the communal appellations including
Pauillac and St Julien.
